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Beginning June 1, The Portage Public Transit will operate 5 days
a week, Monday through Friday. The bus will only arrive and depart
from the Madison North Transfer Point.

The initial route will depart from the Market Square parking lot in
downtown Portage at 6am and arrive at the Madison Metro North

Transit Point by 7am. Once at the Metro Transfer Point, you have
the option to ride one of the Madison Metro buses to your location.
Once your day is complete, you will need to take the Madison Metro
Service and return to the North Transfer Point. Departure from the
North Transfer Point will be 5:30pm, arriving back at Market Square
at approximately 6:15pm.

Monthly-passes willsbe for sale at the Portage Area Chamber of
Commerce office for the-introductoryrate of $200 (includes one
unlimited Madison Metro pass that is valid for 31 consecutive days
from the first use). Weekly passes -are available for $50, single
round-trip passes for $10 (Monday-Friday; does not include
Madison Metro pass). Checks are to be made payable to Portage
Cab Company.

The Transit Service will hold 14-total riders (12 ambulatory
passengers-and 2-wheelchair passengers). A bicycle rack will be
attached to the front of the Transit Service. Wireless Internet Access
is available (downloading movies and large files is prohibited).
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
